Director’s Report



Financial Statements

Revenue and Expenditure Report for April, 2016 was presented and discussed. Financial
performance continues to track in accordance with the adopted budget.

Emergency Preparedness

Larry Johnson gave the update on Emergency Preparedness as Jodi Defrenn is absent
due to her being asked to give a presentation at the Great Lakes Homeland Security
Conference on her work on creating and running volunteer reception centers. Larry noted
that she has also been asked to present on the volunteer reception centers at the national
conference later in the year.

Jodi will be attending a table top exercise on May 9, 2016. Attendees include Memorial
Healthcare, Central Dispatch, local Law Enforcement, the Regional Healthcare Coalition
and the SCHD.

The Health Department will be co-hosting a Special Pathogens Mass Fatality tabletop
exercise on May 24, 2016.

There was a discussion of the criminal contamination of food in grocery stores in the Ann
Arbor area recently. Fourteen to sixteen establishments were affected. Environmental
Health was notified and local establishments were advised to be vigilant.

Personal Health

Larry Johnson gave the report as Nicole Greenway was called away unexpectedly.

It was noted that Chasity Ardelean received recognition as Best of the Best in
administrative support by the Argus Press. This is a peer nominated award.

Two nurses from the SCHD presented at the Early Childhood Conference in Owosso on
the Immunization program as well as the MIHP and WIC programs.

The SCHD will be participating in Project Connect at McCurdy Park on June 9, 2016 from
8:00am to 2:00pm. There will be a walk in immunization clinic as well as yogurt tasting to
highlight the addition of yogurt to the WIC program.

June 11, 2016 is the date of the Touch a Truck event this year and SCHD will be
participating.

Dr. Chernin will be attending the August meeting and giving a presentation on his role at
SCHD.

Environmental Health
There was a discussion of the SCHD collaboration with the Conservation District around
Household Hazardous Waste and E Waste collections. The programs are being expanded

and are enjoying increasing public participation.

Larry noted that Tony Newman and he attended a conference on GIS applications in
Midland. The County is working with FEMA and other counties to obtain access to LIDAR
surveys in order to utilize GIS mapping for Environmental Health as well as Equalization
Department needs. Mr. Newman is stressing the importance of upgrading Shiawassee
County’s capacity to use GIS to the County Board of Commissioners.

Administration

Larry Johnson discussed the upcoming SCHD accreditation process. This is the three year
review conducted by the State. All programs will be subject to examination. Larry feels
that the Department is in good shape and will pass.

He noted that the Department purchasing policy is not in line with the County policy and
that he will be presenting revisions at the June meeting of the Health Board.

Larry also noted that he is working with the County Clerk and the Board of Commissioners
to update and compile an employee handbook. He said that is should be ready for review
by the end of 2016.
