Director’s Report
VI. 
Financial Statements 
We are still trying to close out December due to the calendar year end. Preliminary financials were distributed. Salaries are at 28% due to three retiree pay outs of $45,000 per County Policy. Other areas that still need to be adjusted are other non-cost sharing and MDCH other. We are still waiting on information for these areas so an entry can be made. Only a few more entries are needed to finish December. 
Emergency Preparedness

In December, Jodi attended Memorial Healthcares acute care site exercise. Currently Jodi is planning an all staff training series to incorporate a point of dispensing biologics in case of an outbreak.
Jodi is actively speaking with various Shiawassee Council on aging groups about emergency preparedness. We give out calendars to the elderly to encourage them to actively prepare for an emergency. 
Jodi will be attending a Disaster Epidemiology training workshop which is paid for by CDC. The purpose of this workshop is to gain a better understanding of the use of fuel disaster, epidemiology, and the role the public health plays in such a disaster. She will also be attending the annual district one regional medical response symposium in Lansing. 
Environmental Health

The Health Department had to respond to a fuel oil spill in December. A home fuel tank leaked into the home owner’s crawl space where the sump pump pumped the oil into the yard. From there it ended up in the county’s drain ditch and was on its way to the Looking Glass River. We alerted the Pollution Emergency hotline and from there the State usually takes over. Due to the Christmas holiday, we were unable to get the state to respond so we had to dispatch the hazmat team to contain the spill. Young’s environment came out to do an air test to make sure it was safe for the home owner to stay in the house. DEQ has now taken over the situation. We can be proud of the way our employees, Jodi Defrenn and Casey Elliott, handled the situation.
January is Radon Action month and test kits were available. January is a good time to do this because we have closed house conditions. Discussion about the Radon test. 
In February, we will be putting on another food management certification class. Discussion about new restaurants and moved restaurants. 
Long term monitoring discussion about State funded program that takes water samples quarterly at formerly contaminated sites near land fills.
Personal Health

We are getting our new staff oriented into WIC and MIHP. The book donation was very much appreciated. The children and parents are enjoying them. 
Norovirus is on the rise not only in Shiawassee County, but in the whole state of Michigan. Some schools have had to close while the norovirus was going through. We’ve done press releases on it and have been working with facilities that have had bad internal outbreaks.
Courtney will be shadowing an MIHP home visit nurse.
We’ve been working on coordinating with RESD, Community Mental Health and other agencies to improve the referral system. We would like to come up with a centralized referral system to help eliminate duplicated services. It’s complicated, but we are really trying to move forward in hopes of providing more quality service, speedier service and more referrals. 
Administration
Contract negotiations begin January 30th with the Nurses unit.
We are in the process of updating our web site. It’s just about finished. We are just waiting for the county to finish their portion of the process. 
We’ve been working with the hospital on what is required under the new Obama health plan and the internal revenue code on doing a community health assessment. The Health Department is required to be an active part of this. This is unfunded but places such as United Way and Mental Health are contributing money to help with this assessment. 
Governor Snyder has placed child obesity as a high priority topic and local public health will play a leadership role in combating childhood obesity. No funding will come from the state. We are working on this with the national YMCA, who has a funded program for the childhood obesity. Discussion about an upcoming YMCA event on childhood obesity.

Eugene Paez gave a report on the MALPH meeting. Long term monitoring was the discussion in December. DEQ has decided to stop taking test samples of the well water of those homes that are near land fills. The January discussion was about MALPH trying to get some of the state surplus money. 
A hearing will take place on March 13th on the Misteguay Creek in Saginaw County. According to the proposal, Shiawassee County will be paying in a minimum of $30,000 per year for 20 years.
